Carston’s Corner

For the next few articles I thought it would be 

interesting to highlight some of our club members 

and their cars.  And what better way to start than with 

my own.   

 

A few years ago I purchased a 1978 911sc.  It is 

painted “petrol blue”, fairly dark blue that they only 

produced for two years.  I immediately leapt into the 

club, becoming the Safety Chair.  Then after a few 

Driver‟s Eds, the modifications started.  

 
Now after much work, the car is more of a track car 

then a 

street car.  

When you 

first climb 

in you 

notice the 

deep Cobra 

seats and 

five point 

harnesses 

attached to 
a RS 

America 

roll bar.  The rear seats and soundproofing have been 

replaced with hand-cut black perlon carpet.   A 

custom aluminum spacer puts the Momo Course 

steering wheel within reach.  Handmade pedals and a 

Hargett shifter make for effortless heel –toe 

downshifts.   

 

After a twist of the key the car fires up, not with the 

burble of a stock three liter, but something much 
more.   A couple of years ago, on a whim I put my 

stock 3 liter for sale on Ebay.  A week later I had it 

sold.  Now what engine to get for the car?  I chose 

the 1998 3.6 liter engine; the last of the air-cooled flat 

sixes.   After many calls to Ken Farler, of Farler 

performance, I had it installed.  Now the exhaust 

situation is pretty limited for these older cars with the 

newer engine, so I fabbed up a one-of-a-kind exhaust 

using two Borla six-inch straight flow mufflers.  In 

other words it is loud.  Not quite Harley straight–pipe 

loud, but almost.   

 
 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 
 

 

When you get behind the wheel and start to drive you 

will notice the rock hard suspension.  24mm torsion 

bars in the front and 33‟s in the back.  Of course I 

had to install Smart Racing anti-roll bars front and 

rear, and replace all the soft squishy bushings with 

Delrin.  The shocks are Koni adjustable.  The upper 
shock towers now sport monoballs from Elephant 

racing, and are bolted together with a Rennline upper 

strut tower brace.  The rear banana arms are also 

attached with Elephant Racing sealed bearings to 

help combat camber changes while cornering.   

 

Now for the brakes.  I chose the biggest that I could 

fit under my 17 inch Forgeline rims.  928S4s for the 

front, and 930 turbos for the rear.  I bought the rotors 

and adapters from VCI, who specialize in big 

brake conversions.  A 930 master cylinder and 

a Tilton brake bias adjuster complete the 
braking system.   

 

What could be left to do?  A fiberglass hood, 

front and rear bumpers from Gt Racing help to 

lighten the car.  A 3.6 rear deck lid and spoiler 

deck out the rear of the car.  I also ditched the 

eighties style square mirrors for the much 

sleeker 993 teardrop mirrors.   

 

But how does it drive?   Well this new engine 

is nothing but magic.  My smile increases as 
my right foot goes down.   The torque….  wow!   

You can leave it in a higher gear and just mash the 

throttle and it will sit you back in your seat.   I 

needed to see what the engine was really capable of 

so I took it to TD Performance and had Forry Hargitt 

hook it up to his dyno.   Now if you have never had 

your car dynoed, I would greatly recommend it.  Just 

being able to watch your car spin up to redline in 

fourth gear is something to see and hear.  So what 

were the numbers you ask?  Okay, okay … the car 

has 264.6 foot pounds of torque with a maximum of 

292 horse-power.  This is pretty good considering 
that this is a stock motor with only exhaust work 

done to it.   Now that it has all this power I notice that 

the inside rear tire always wants to light up during 

hard cornering.   

 

What‟s left to do?  I‟m thinking that a limited slip 

differential would be just the ticket.

Last year at our Mid Ohio DE we launched a pro-

gram that enabled us to give rides to non-students 

during the weekend. Yes, there was a time when we 

could give rides to anyone over 18 that showed up 

and signed the waver. But unfortunately a few years 

back PCA informed us that our insurance only covers 

registered event participants. Out of this the Taste of 

the Track program was born giving us a formal way 

to register those wanting to see what it is like to parti-
cipate in a student run session as a passenger in an 

instructor‟s car.

Tech Tips:      

Snell M Rated Helmets Now Accepted for 

DE and Autocross Events 

Jerry Wolf 

 

Currently helmets for Driver Education and Auto-

cross events must be certified to Snell 2000 or 2005 

SA requirements. Note all such helmets will contain 

the Snell sticker with this information attached to the 

liner. These are the same requirements used for PCA 

Club Racing and well as most other racing programs.  

 
For a long time the only source for SA rated helmets 

was through various mail order places. This made 

getting a good fit, which is vital for proper helmet 

performance, a less than desirable experience. 

Cincinnati-Dayton area members no longer have this 

issue as noted in Craig Friesinger‟s U.S. Race Gear 

advertisement in the Pylon. However, with Snell M 

rated helmets generally available at most motorcycle 

dealers and shops the chances of getting a proper fit 

are better. Based on this premise, we have decided to 

allow their use in DE and Autocross events. The 

catch is that not all Regions currently allow M rated 
helmets so if you plan on doing other Regions events, 

check to see what their requirements are. 

 

So what are the differences between the two anyway? 

The M criteria are designed around motorcycle 

requirements while the SA cover automobile racing. 

One of the main differences is that SA helmets must 

have fireproof linings and chin straps. Since fireproof 

suits are not a DE or Autocross requirement, having a 

fireproof helmet is a moot point. While SA impact 

requirements include multiple hits vs. a single one for 
M helmets, the general feeling is that if fitted prop-

erly, the M requirements are adequate for DE and 

Autocross use. Most premium helmets are SA rated 

and virtually all SA helmets are sized like hats, i.e. 

7,7 1/4, 71/2, etc. while M helmets generally come in 

S, M, L and XL.  

 

The following fitting tips from Bell outline what we 

mean by getting a proper fit. The helmet should fit 

your head snugly with uniform, firm pressure all 

around and must also touch the top of your head. 

Note that some helmets will fit oval heads better 
while others are made for rounder heads so it is not 

just getting the right size that is important. With the 

helmet on, stand in front of a mirror and gently rotate 

helmet from left to right then from front to back. If 

the skin on your brow moves with the helmet as the 

helmet is rotated, the fit is proper. If not, the fit is too 

loose. A final fit check requires that with the helmet 

on and the chin strap fastened, you try to remove it 

from your head by rolling it in both the forward and 

rearward directions. If you can remove the helmet or 

are able to roll it back far enough to expose your 
forehead or forward enough to block your vision, the 

fit is either too loose or the chin strap is not tight 

enough. And, if you intend to wear a balaclava under 

the helmet, be sure to use it when determining the 

proper fit. 

 

While on the subject, we should also explain the 
Snell dating system. The year designation refers to 

the year the test specification was established. These 

requirements are updated every five years. The cur-

rent one dating back to 2005 with the next one sched-

uled for 2010. Since it takes about one year for manu-

facturers to design, manufacture and have new 

hemets tested, helmets meeting the new requirements 

are generally not available until the following year.  

 

Since most governing bodies such as PCA allow the 

use of helmets meeting the current or preceding 

requirements, i.e. 2005 and 2000, if you have a 2000 
it won‟t need to be replaced until the 2010s are 

available. The reason older helmets are not accepted 

is that the linings and chin straps deteriorate with age 

and sweat contact. Plus, safety improvements made 

over time in design make replacement warranted.

Spots, but in the Thikc of Class Championship 

Points as Rolex Grand-AM Series Completes 

Round Four at Laguna Seca. 

Monterey CA (May 17) A stop-and-go penalty for 

jumping a restart was very costly to Porsche works 

driver Timo Bernahard and his Penske Porsche Riley 

teammate Romain Dumas during the Verizon Wire-

less Festival of Speed, the fourth race of the 2009 

Rolex Grand-AM Sports Car Series.  Running a 

strong third, Bernhard was penalized for jumping the 

restart on lap 77.   
 

The Penske team wound up finishing sixth behind the 

winning Pontiac Rily of Jon Fogarty and Alex 

Gurney.  The #58 Brumos Porsche Riley entry of 

Darren Law and David Donohue finished eighth, the 

last car on the lead lap and lost their Daytona Prot-

otype driver‟s championship points lead.  The #59 

Brumos Porche Riley of JC Grance and Joao Barbosa 

lost 10 laps making repairs to a broken suspension 

and finished 25th overall and 14th in DP. 

 

While the Daytona Prototype teams were disappoin-
ted, the Rolex GT entry of Leh Keen and Dirk 

Werner recorded the 245th podium finish for Porsche 

in Rolex Grand-AM GT competition.  They drover 

their #87 Farnbacher Loles Racing Porsche 911 GT3 

Cup entry to a third-place GT finish.  Porsche has 

earned nearly three times as many GT podium 

finishes of any other manufacturer.  Spencer 

Pumpelly/Ted Ballou finished fourth in their TRG 

Porsche 911GT3 Cup, enabling Pumpelly to retain 

the GT championship lead by a single point over 

Keen/Werner. 
 

But the tale of the day was in Daytona Prototype 

competition. 

 

Bernhard said, “On the restart I accelerated with 

everybody else, and then the guy ahead of me braked 

again. When I saw the green flag, I went to the left 

and everybody was braking.  I was afraid to hit my 

brakes because everybody went with me and they 

would have hit me.  In the end it was a problems, so I 

cam in for the stop-and-go. 

 
 

Flying Lizard Motorsports Porsche 911 GT3 RSR 

of Bergmeister/Long Score Flag-to-Flag Win to 

Solidify ALMS GT2 Points Lead 

Tooele UT (May 17)  By the time the thundering 

field of 23 cars compelted their first lap of the 3.048 

mile Miller Motorsports Park, the site of the Utah 

Grand Prix, the Porsche 911 GT3 RSRs of Flying 

Lizard Motorsports and Farnbacher Loles Racing had 

established themselves 1-2 at the head of the GT2 

field and would never relinquish that lead. 
 

Porsche‟s two top GT2 class challengers, the second 

place qualifying Ferrari of Melo/Kaffer and the 

fourth place qualifying BMW of Milner/Mueller, 

tangled on the front straight just yards past the green 

flag on the very first lap.  They placed themselves at 

a tremendous disadvantage for class honors when 
they came together, sending the damaged BMW to 

the pits for several laps for repairs and sending the 

Ferrari spinning wildly off into the infield. 

 

The #45 Flying Lizard Porsche 911 GT3 RSR of 

Long and Bergmeister and the #87 Farnbacher Loles 

Racing Porsche 911 GT3 RSR of Henzler/Lieb ran 

like a freight train as they led every lap, going flag-

to-flag to claim an impressive GT2 one-two class 

victory.   

 

The Flying Lizard Motorsports team had come to the 
Salt Lake City track immediately after the Long 

Beach round of the ALMS season to test.  Both 

drivers felt that it was time and money well spent. 

Bergmeister said, “The car was really dialed in and 

the team really had everything prepared perfectly.”  

Long echoed, “The Flying Lizard team goes through 

its list and makes sure every box is checked.  They do 

a phenomenal job.  It‟s a testament to Porsche, our 

team and our sponsors that they are willing to go all 

these extra yards to continue to improve.”

Werner drove the final segment in the #87 Farnbach-

er Loles Racing Porsche 911 GT3 Cup entry and took 

the checkered flag in the fifth Grand-Am Rolex 

Sports Car Series presented by Crown Royal Cask 

No. 16 event of the season.  Keen had broken the 

track record in qualifying, but the duo did not have an 

easy time winning their second race of the year. 

 

It was Porsche‟s 59th GT victory and 247th podium 

finish in Grand-Am history. 



Meanwhile, Bernhard and Dumas put the #12 

Verizon Wireless Penske Porsche Riley on the 

podium for second time this year, finishing just 1.59 

seconds behind the dominate Lexus Riley of Scott 

Pruett and Memo Rojas as the race ended under 

caution.  Pruett started on the pole with a record 
qualifying race and ended a nine-race winless streak 

to claim his record 21st Daytona Prototype victory. 

 

Porsche works driver Wolf Henzler made a late pass 

to grab third place, giving Farnbacher Loles a one-

two-three GT finish.  Henzler drove the #86 Farnbac-

her Loles Porsche 911 GT3 Cup car with Eric Lux. 

 

The GT competition was so fierce that there were 19 

lead changes among seven cars, but the #87 Farnbac-

her Loles Porsche 911 GT3 Cup led 103 total laps, 

three times as many as any other entry.  Werner led 
four different times for 73 totals laps and Keen led 

twice for 30 laps. 

 

Werner and Keen trailed Spencer Pumpelly by one 

point in the driver‟s standings, but Pumpelly finished 

only fifth in the #66 TRG Porsche 911 GT3 Cup 

entry with teammates John Potter and Craig Stanton. 

Now, Keen and Werner lead with 151 points; Pum-

pelly second with 143; Lux is fifth with 135 points. 

 

The DP competition wasn‟t as close.  Pruett and 

Rojas led 142 of the race‟s 188 laps in their Lexus 

Riley.  Dumas led once for two laps during a flurry of 
pit stops in his middle race two-hour stint, but during 

one of the race‟s longest green flag stints, Pruett 

pulled away from Dumas by 19 seconds over 26 laps. 

 

Bernhard, who started and finished, led twice for 12 

laps, and took the lead for three laps when the 

winning car made its final pit stop to allow Pruett 

take over. Bernhard then pitted while in the lead for 

his final pit stop, allowing Pruett to re-take the lead 

for good.  “From the start, we raced as hard as we 

could,” Bernhard said. “We are doing the maximum 

we can.  With the engine limit, we can not do more. 
 I‟m very excited for the team to take the podium. 

 The crew works hard and we improve every 

weekend.  Now we are off to Le Mans, and we come 

to Mid-Ohio to do our best again.”
