The Porsche Buyerôs Checklist. 

With the economy slow, there are some great deals 

on used Porsches.  Here is a handy checklist on what 

to look for when buying a used, older 911.   
 

Questions to ask the owner:   

How long have you owned the car? 

Is this the correct mileage of the car? 

What use has the car had in its immediate past?   

Does the maintenance match the use? 

What is the overall condition of the car?   

Has it been repainted? 

 

Body Inspection: 

Look for evidence of accident repairs.  Look along 
the sides and the roof at eye level for paint or panel 

irregularities. 

Check for ripples in the paint that might cover body 

damage.   

Check door, hood, and engine lid gaps.  They should 

be uniform. 

Is there any evidence of repainting on certain panels 

of the car? 

Inside the car, lift the carpets behind the rear seats.  

Check for rust or mildew. 

Check inside the front luggage bay lid, in front of the 

fuel tank to see if this is original metal. 
 

Check for rust: 

Check the front fenders, wings.   

Check the front fender support panel in front of the 

door. 

Under the car, what is the condition of the 

undercoating?  Cracked? Or new and hiding rust? 

Rear fenders, especially by the oil tank area.  Lots of 

leaves and debris can accumulate here.   

Check the lower edge of the engine cover. 

Check the drain holes at the top of the rear windows. 
On the doors, are the drain slots clogged? 

 

Mechanical inspection:   

Suspension, Brakes and Steering: 

Front suspension, do the shocks appear to be in good 

shape.  Push down on the front fender and watch as 

the car springs back up.  Worn shocks will allow the 

car to bounce a couple of times. 

Rear torsion bar mounting area:  Check this area for 

cracks and rust, as it is a real pain to fix. 

Steering:  Are the steering rack gaiters sound?  Hold 
the front wheel and rock it.  There should be no 

movement before the steering wheel turns.   

Front and rear brakes:  Are the brake lines rusted?  

Any evidence of fluid leakage?  How new are the 

rotors?  Are they scored and rusted? 

With these questions and more anyone can get a great 

deal on a used 911.  Next month we will talk about 

the road test of a used 911.

When I caught up with the group on 

Saturday, everyone's mood was very somber and no 

one wanted to talk about the accident. What few 

comments were offered indicated that speed was not 
a factor, no one had been drinking, and the group had 

not been hot dogging about in any way.

New Porsche 911 GT3 Cup Race Car Debuts 

in Frankfurt.   
World's Most Successful Race Car adds Power, Proficiency 
ATLANTA -Stronger, wider, faster - Porsche's new 911 
GT3 Cup car is the latest-edition of the world's best-selling 
and most successful production-based race car of more than 
1,400 units. It was introduced at the Frankfurt Motor Show 
September 17-27, 2009, along side the 2010 911 Turbo and 
911 GT3 RS. 
 

The race car is based on the street-legal 2010 GT3 RS 
version. Keeping with tradition, it continues to be assem-
bled on the same production line as all Porsche 911 
vehicles in Stuttgart-Zuffenhausen. 
 
Like the flat-six "Boxer" engine in the new GT3 RS, dis-
placement is increased by 0.2 liters over the former model 
to 3.8 liters and produces 30 more horsepower - 450 hp 

with a maximum RPM of 8,500. Additionally, it comes 
with a standard, sequential six-speed manual gearbox and 
weighs 2,646 lbs (1,200 kg). 
 
Like the 911 GT3 RS, the GT3 Cup car features the 1.73-
inch wider body of the current 911 Carrera 4S, providing 
sufficient space for larger wheels. Wider front wheel arches 
allow for three-piece light-alloy rims measuring 9.5 J x 18 
(previously 9 J x 18) utilizing 24/64-18 Michelin racing 

tires. The three-piece light-alloy wheels on the rear axle are 
up by one inch in width, now measuring 12 J x 18 with 
27/68-18 tires. 
 
The new 911 GT3 Cup is clearly recognizable at first sight 
through the special design of the front end. The striking 
daytime driving lights come straight from the current gene-
ration 911. Another carryover from the road-going 911 

GT3 RS are the front body panels, as they prove aerody-
namically-efficient for racing duty. The front spoiler lip is 
more than 0.5-inches lower to provide significantly more 
downforce on the front axle. 
 
Downforce on the rear axle is also increased by the by 
virtue of a rear wing that is over 9-inches wider than the 
street version, 66.9 inches vs. 57.5 inches respectively. The 

rear air dam, with its air vent openings as well as the rear 
LED lights, also come straight from the road model. 
 
Additional Unibal joints are featured on the track control 
arms and the front and rear anti-roll bars are now adjustable 
to seven different positions, allowing for an even more pre-
cise set-up of the car to best match prospective race tracks. 
 

The cockpit of the new 911 GT3 Cup caters to the specific 
needs of the driver. An additional vent in the upper part of 
the front lid, provides the driver with a better supply of 
fresh air. The controls for the Info Display are now posit-
ioned directly on the steering wheel housing. In addition to 

fore-and-aft adjustment, the steering wheel may now also 
be adjusted for height as on the regular production car. 
 
Since the current era of sports car racing in the US started 
in 1999, Porsche 911 race cars have over 130 class victor-
ies, more than any other manufacturer. Porsche has won 
seven of ten GT2 manufacturers' championships and eight 
of ten drivers' championships in the American Le Mans 
Series. In addition, 911 race cars have won seven of nine 

GT championships in the Grand-Am Road Racing series, 
including an overall victory at the Rolex 24 at Daytona. 
The Porsche 911 GT3 Cup will be available later this year.  
 

The Most Sporting Road-Going 911 
Stuttgart. Dr. Ing. h.c. F. Porsche AG, Stuttgart, is sending 
the new 911 GT3 RS to the starting line: Delivering more 
engine power, offering lower weight, and featuring shorter 
transmission ratios as well as body and suspension 
elements upgraded to an even higher standard, the new 911 
GT3 RS sets the foundation for homologating the racing 

version of the 911 GT3 and therefore offers everything it 
takes for ongoing success on the race track, continuing the 
series of absolutely uncompromising, sporting 911s 
homologated for the road. 
 
The heart of the new 911 GT3 RS, the power unit, is based 
on the engine already featured in the 911 GT3. Like the 
latter, the RS power unit now displaces 3.8 instead of 3.6 

liters, delivering more power and revving up even faster 
and more dynamically.  The engine featured in the new 911 
GT3 RS delivers 15 bhp more than its counterpart in the 
911 GT3, that is maximum output of 450 horsepower from 
the naturally-aspirated power unit. This means specific 
output of more than 118 bhp per liter from the six-cylinder, 
an extremely high figure for natural-aspiration technology. 
Unlike many other high-performance engines, the new 911 
GT3 RS power unit remains fully suitable for everyday use. 

 
The new 911 GT3 RS comes exclusively with a six-speed 
manual gearbox optimized for short gearshift travel, low 
weight and high efficiency. To enhance the level of perfor-
mance throughout the entire range of engine and road 
speed, the gears come with a shorter transmission ratio than 
on the 911 GT3, deliberately making concessions in terms 
of even higher top speed. 

 
To further improve its sporting behavior, the new 911 GT3 
RS comes for the first time with a purpose-built and spec-
ially set up PASM suspension, with wider track not only at 
the rear, but also on the front axle. The body of the new 
911 GT3 RS is wider not only at the rear, but also at the 
front through the use of additional wheel arch covers.  
 

The front axle comes with nine-inch-wide wheels running 
on 245/35 ZR 19 sports tires, the rear axle features twelve-
inch-wide wheels incorporating 325/30 ZR 19 sports tires.  
 
Dynamic engine mounts featured as standard,  serve to im-
prove the carôs driving dynamics to an even higher level. 
Depending on conditions, the mounts change in their stiff-
ness and damping effect, improving the connection be-

tween the engine and the body under dynamic conditions.  
 
 



As yet a further point the carôs aerodynamics develop even 
more downforce than on the GT3, again benefiting the 
qualities of the car on the race track. Racing qualities are 
also why Porsche is introducing another new option in 
2010, a lithium-ion battery delivered with the car and, 

replacing the conventional lead battery, reducing weight by 
more than 10 kg or 22 lb. 
 
The new 911 GT3 RS shows its close connection to motor-
sport also through the dynamic looks of the car borne out in 
particular by its low ride height, the new, extra-large 
carbon-fiber rear wing with its specifically designed wing 
supports made of aluminum, the characteristic dual 
tailpipes on the extra-light titanium sports exhaust, as well 

as special front and rear parts exclusive to this model. 
 

Lightweight Components for Individual 

Retrofitting on the 911 GT3 and GT3 RS 
Stuttgart. Starting in September, Dr. Ing. h.c. F. Porsche 
AG, Stuttgart, is offering a new product line for retrofitting 

motorsport accessories on all Porsche 911 (Type 997) 
models of the GT3 and GT3 RS. Using these special com-
ponents, the enthusiast is able to further customize the 
exterior of his car with weight-optimized materials such as 
titanium and carbon also used in motorsport. 
 
These optional accessories have been developed by engine-
eers in Porsche's Motorsport Division in Weissach and  
tested on the race track. Apart from an unusually sporting 

look, the new motorsport accessories from Porsche Tequip-
ment offer an even higher standard of driving dynamics. 
 
The new double tailpipe made of titanium, for example, 
reduces the weight of the car at the rear, the white-metallic 
patina of the tailpipe turning blue when exposed to high 
exhaust temperatures, like on many racing cars. 
 

The spoiler lip at the rear (Gurney flap) and the ram air 
scoop on the rear lid provide a further reduction of weight 
and add a striking look to the car. Both are made of super-
light but extra- stable carbon. 
 
The front air outlet above the bumper and the rear-view 
mirrors are also available in carbon which, being very stiff 
material, enabled Porsche's engineers to choose an even 

more open structure on the air outlet, this special motor-
sport component now coming with just one middle bar 
instead of the usual three reinforcement bars. The carbon 
elements add additional optical highlights particularly on 
cars finished in a light exterior color. 
 
The titanium-colored second-generation 19-inch GT3 
wheels complete with central locking are likewise a new 

feature in the range. The wheel bolts are made of forged 
aluminium and finished in red eloxy-plating. To customize 
the first generation of the 911 GT3 and GT3 RS (Type 
997), there is also special model designation in various 
colors extending round the wheel. The special trim film 
used for this purpose is made of the same highly resistant 
material as the starter numbers on racing cars for lasting 
quality.

Trend on both regular roads and the race track, making its 
way to the top against nine other thoroughbred sports cars. 
The test team included select members of the Motor Trend 
staff as well as two professional race drivers - Randy Pobst 
and Massimiliano "Max" Angelelli. 
 
With its circulation of 1.1 million copies and 7.6 million 
readers, Motor Trend,  is acknowledged as one of the 

leading car magazines in the USA.  Auto Express, the 
British car journal, was equally clear in emphasizing that 
the Cayman leads the sports car scene with unrelenting 
efficiency.

Penske Porsche Riley so Close, yet so Far 

From Top Step of Podium;  Farnbacher Loles 

Racing, TRG have Good Days in the Rain for 

Porsche GT 
MONTREAL - Despite dark and dreary wet weather condi-
tions, Saturday was a good day for Porsche teams compe-
ting in the Montreal 200 Grand-Am Rolex Sports Car 
Series at Circuit Gilles Villeneuve in Montreal.  Porsche 

works drivers Timo Bernhard and Romain Dumas finished 
second in their #12 Verizon Wireless Penske Porsche Riley 
and narrowly missed their first victory of the season. Leh 
Keen and Dirk Werner missed the GT podium, finishing 
sixth in their #87 Farnbacher Loles Porsche 911 GT3 Cup,  
but padded their Acxiom GT championship points lead to 
35 points, a full race's worth of points. And TRG gave 
Porsche its only podium position in GT. 
 

It has been a trying season for the Porsche works drivers in  
their rookie season of Grand-Am competition. Montreal 
marks their best finish of the season, and third podium. 



 
Brian Frisselle and Max Angelelli took the overall victory 
by 61 seconds over Bernhard and Dumas in their #10 Ford 
Dallara, thanks to a different strategy that had them stay on 
rain tires while other frontrunners, include Penske, pitted 

twice to change from slicks to rains and back to slick tires 
in the final 30 minutes of a two-race race plagued with 
rapidly changing weather conditions. 
 
The #58 Brumos Porsche Riley of David Donohue and 
Darren Law had an action-filled path to finish fifth. Dono-
hue had qualified fourth but the team was penalized for 
being four pounds underweight, and started 15th, at the 
back of the Daytona Prototypes.  Donohue charged through 

the pack after pitting on the first lap to change tires, and 
Law completed the drive to the front under trying condi-
tions, yielding a good solid result. 
 
The other Brumos car, the #59 Porsche Riley started by JC 
France, retired after just 11 laps, suffering rear damage 
after being hit from behind.  Joao Barbosa never got a 
chance to drive in the race.  Keen started from the GT pole, 

and led early and often before turning the car over to 
Werner. But Werner had to make an extra pit stop, drop-
ping him back to 12th, and the team never fully recovered. 
 
While GT victory eluded Porsche customer teams, Andy 
Lally and newcomer Brandon Gaughan, were the highest 
finishing Porsche GT team, taking third in their #66 TRG 
Porsche 911 GT3 Cup.  The newest Porsche GT team, the 

#48 Marquis Jets Porsche 911 GT3 Cup of Bryce Miller 
and Dave Lacey retired halfway through the two-hour race 
with gearbox problems, while the #86 Farnbacher Loles 
Porsche 911 GT3 Cup of Eric Lux and Bryan Sellers 
finished fifth in GT, just ahead of Keen and Werner. 
 

Porsche Teams Survive Race-day Crashes at 

Mosport to Advance Towards 2009 American 

LeMans Series GT2 Championships 
BOWMANVILLE, Ontario -The two Porsche 911 GT3 

RSR teams were involved substantial track incidents today 
at Mosport International Raceway, but yeoman work by the 
Farnbacher Loles Racing and Flying Lizard Motorsports 
crews, along with the stout Weissach- built 911 racing 
chassis help Porsche march closer to its overall goal - 
another American Le Mans Series championship. 
 
For the Patrick Long and Joerg Bergmeister Flying Lizard 
Porsche, it was a three-way shunt caused by a prototype 

cutting of the BMW racer ahead of Patrick, causing the 
BMW to slam on the brakes unexpectedly, and the Lizard 
Porsche ploughed into the back of the BMW. 
 
The pair was unable to run with the Corvette/Ferrari fight 
for the race lead after the extra pit stop, and a subsequent 
ill-timed yellow flag, but finished a credible fifth place to 
retain their 31-point GT2 championship points lead of the 

Kaffer/Melo Ferrari, which finished second. The winning 
Magnussen/O'Connell Corvette was the first win for their 
new GT2 effort, but they are not in the points chase. 
 
Porsche maintains a 140 - 107 lead over Ferrari in the 
manufacturers point. 
 
The Farnbacher Loles Racing Porsche 911 GT3 RSR faced 

even great odds to score a top finish, having to start at the 
back of the pack even though Wolf Henzler qualified the 
car third.  Henzler's co-driver, Dirk Werner, missed all the 

practice sessions because of a race conflict on Saturday, 
thus putting the car at the back per IMSA rules.  To add 
insult to injury, the car was found out of compliance due to 
an illegal wing adjustment, which cemented their rear-
starting position. 

 
Then Werner stepped into the car and lost control after 
hitting the rumble strips in turn two, causing major damage 
on the left side of the car.  The crew worked right up to the 
start of the race, and their effort paid off. 
 
The other Flying Lizard Porsche, the Johannes van 
Overbeck/Darren Law entry, which also had to start at the 
back of the pack due to Law's Saturday racing
